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The objective of this plan is to set up the small community based online networks for women population so that they could easily access to the resources and forward their concerns to the global community when and where needed, mostly in the rural and sub urban areas of the Pakistan.
Women are the victim of manmade customs and traditions, mostly in the rural areas of Pakistan. To maintain those destructive customs and traditions women are forced into a situation that leads to the humiliation and torture. Forced marriages, forced work – low paid or not paid, forced births of Childs and forced no education is some of the issues that women could communicate to each other and seek advice from those who are lucky to be in the comfortable environment. 
The tragedy of Ms. Mukhtaran Mai Gang Rape Case is something that shook the world. The worse tragedy was that Ms. Mukhtaran Mai was raped by the gang and even unacceptable thing was that her case was not allowed to register with the local police because of the influence of gangsters involved in the rape. It compelled the civilized population to consider the issues that female population is facing in the third world mostly in the subcontinent. Global community condemned the incident with the strongest possible words and Ms. Mai was invited by Human Rights Commission around the globe to visit and deliver lecture.
While the pain, suffering and life time shock that Ms. Mai went through unfortunately would remain as it is for her but her courage and strength to take a firm stand against the rapists have opened the new chapters in the life of a very big percentage of female population in the Pakistan. Ms. Mai’s bravery has given voice to an average lady in the country. Several rape cases appeared in the press after Ms. Mai’s global press coverage and law enforcement agencies acted promptly to avoid further embarrassment.
These cases are still some of many not yet recorded and remain unheard either due to the lack of knowledge or that the victims were threatened in case they reported the incident to law enforcement agencies. The common practice in the rural areas of Pakistan is that mostly, poor villagers avoid reporting these kinds of incidents like (rape, molestation and public humiliation) to the law enforcement agencies either to avoid further torture from the influential people or to avoid advertisement of their public insult.
The researcher assumes with the help of information communication technologies (ICT) the women population could be helped against the unfair traditions and cruel practices in the countryside of Pakistan. The usage of ICT would help the female population to be aware of their rights by getting feedback from the forum members. The success of this project would contribute in the creation of a stable community and healthy society.
The required resources for this project would be the personal computers equipped with the wireless based Internet. The project would be based on the Grameen Bank’s micro financing model. The online community network would become the social chat houses for the females. To finance the project the same machines could be used for the VoIP within the same forum as well as Internet Café and fax houses. We expect based on the Grameen model, this project (each online community center) would be able to finance itself in the six months of time.
The project would be completed in several phases.
The 1st phase would be to launch a pilot study. It is expected this project would be completed by the end of December 2007. The sensitivity analysis would be prepared based on the survey results and field trips
The 2nd phase would lead to the finalization of the project. In this phase we would setup the very first community center in the rural area at a location agreed by the team. The expected date for the start of this phase would be January 31st 2008.
